1.1.2. Traffic Flow into School at Drop Off and Pick Up

To ensure the continued safety of the children, parents and staff on site, particularly at the set down and pick up times when the school lane is particularly busy, it was proposed that we use these minutes to reiterate the existing “rules of the road”, which apply for set down and pick up – that is to say from 

8.00am – 9.30am (set down) &

3.00pm – 6pm (pick up)

There are two entry points for the school for parents dropping off and picking up their children.

Firstly

Though the double gates on Midanbury Lane for access to Charlton School.

Secondly

The entrance by the white cottages from Mousehole Lane.

The exits are

Through the double gates to Midanbury Lane and

The school drive exit onto Midanbury Lane.

These simple rules ensure a single flow of traffic east to west down school lane.  To further facilitate this there is no right turn from Charlton Hill towards the college. 

We would ask that all parents observe these simple rules and maintain what is currently an excellent safety record on the drive and also help to avoid those little car scrapes that can occur when trying to avoid both each children and approaching traffic at busy times.

For those parents that pick up from both schools it is suggested that you park at Charlton, the earlier pick up, and get your older children to walk down to you at the Charlton car park.  This will significantly improve the current congestion.  If you do choose to move up to the SMC playground, you should exit onto Midanbury Lane turn right up the hill and then right onto Mousehole Lane, re-entering the school ground by the white cottages entrance.

If you are unsure of how this will affect you, please ask a member of staff for guidance.
